Route 11 – off-road via Lodge Hill to Radley College, then some road to Thrupp Lane, Radley gravel pits and cycle path, returning via paths through residential estates.

Turn left into the path before Dunmore Road.  Left again and up the approach to the bridge crossing the A34.

Right down the steps, passing Mattocks Roses to Lodge Hill Garage.  Cross over and take the wide path along to Radley College.

Short run

Turn around somewhere inside the grounds, come back along the path.

Turn left at the road, down Lodge Hill. Across the roundabout into Oxford Road and turn right at the crossing.  Come back along the path through the houses, emerging at Dunmore Road, opposite Tilsley Park (about 5.8km/ 3.6 miles).

Medium and long runs

Continue through Radley College, under the arch and out to the front gates.  Turn right and then left into Radley.

Medium run

At the end of the village continue along to the Radley Road roundabout (there’s a path to the right of the road inside the field).

Straight on at the roundabout, and after 200m take the path to the right, and follow it along to Appleford Drive.  Turn right and at Oxford Road turn right again, and then cross the road at the crossing, and come back along the path through the houses, emerging at Dunmore Road opposite Tilsley Park (8.2K/ 5 miles).
Long run:

After you go through Radley, turn left along Thrupp Lane.  Follow it round until you come to the path on the left. Turn there and go past the gravel pits.  You emerge at the cycle track.  Turn right along the cycle track which later continues alongside Barton Lane.  

Go into Barton Lane, then right into Audlett Drive.  Turn left at the Radley Road roundabout, then after 200m turn right onto the path and follow it along to Appleford Drive.  Turn right and at Oxford Road turn right again, and then cross the road at the crossing, and come back along the path through the houses, emerging at Dunmore Road opposite Tilsley Park (12.3k/ 7.6 miles).
