Route 26 - Kissing Run - the rural version
This is a route done in pairs who run in the opposite direction to each other. They meet someone along the route, kiss (or whatever) and then return the same way they have come.  It's ideal for people of different speeds - the faster partner will run further, but they should both arrive back at the same time. Both groups set off along Dunmore Road, and then split at the roundabout. The first partners go round via Dalton Barracks and Shippon, and Gozzards Ford Road, then Marcham Road, McDonalds and Copenhagen Drive.  The second partners run in the opposite direction
First partner:
Turn right into Dunmore Road.  Along to roundabout, and right into Wootton Road.  Left into Long Tow.  Go round past the front gates of the barracks and continue along to the junction with Barrow Road.

Turn right into Barrow Road.  Along to the end, and turn left into Gozzards Ford Road.  Left again into Marcham Road.  Continue around the roundabout towards the town.

Turn left at McDonalds into Colwell Drive.  Carry on around to Wootton Road roundabout, and into Dunmore Road (8.8km/ 5.5 miles)

Second partner:
Turn right into Dunmore Road.  Along to roundabout, straight across into Copenhagen Drive.  Go under the Faringdon Road bridge and left at the roundabout at the back of Larkmead School into Colwell Drive.

At McDonalds roundabout turn right into Marcham Road.  Continue round the next roundabout and under the A34 bridge towards Marcham.

Take the first right into Gozzards Ford road, and then right again into Barrow Road.  At the end turn left into Faringdon Road and along past Cherry Tree Drive, passing the front gates of the Barracks in Long Tow.  At the junction with Wootton Road (B4017) turn right, and then left at the roundabout into Dunmore Road.

Neither partner will do the whole route of course.  You will meet somewhere.  So, don't forget to kiss - or whatever - and then turn round and return the way you came.
